Weather
The weather in Kuala Lumpur during the month of May is likely to be quite hot (21°C - 32°C) and humid. No need to bring umbrellas.

Accommodation
A block booking has been made at the hotel where the colloquium is to be held. Checking-in on the 18th will be possible from 2 p.m. onwards. Rooms are to be vacated on the 21st by 12 noon. Special rates have been negotiated. Standard single rooms are available at RM 180 and double standard rooms at RM 200. These rates are per night and inclusive of all taxes. In the event of a guest wishing to check in before 12 noon on the 18th, a 50% surcharge will be levied. In the event of a guest wishing to check in before 9 a.m. on the 18th, an extra day will be charged. A late check-out will have to be requested and cannot be guaranteed: it will depend on the availability of rooms. A 50% surcharge will be levied for those wishing to keep their rooms until up to 6 p.m. on the day of their departure. An extra day will be charged for those wishing to keep their rooms beyond 6 p.m. on the day of their departure.

Participants should make their own arrangements for reaching the colloquium venue from K.L.I.A. Taxis are available at the arrivals terminal. A fixed price taxi coupon can be purchased at the taxi counter located after immigration and customs clearance before the International Meeting Area. The cost of reaching the colloquium venue will vary depending on whether participants take a budget ordinary taxi or a premier Mercedes Benz or Perdana limousine: the fare for the former will be RM 66.70 (RM 85.70 between 12 a.m. and 6 a.m.), the fare for the latter RM 91.70 (RM 117.70 between 12 a.m. and 6 a.m.).
